Callers will be sent to Informat&issistance staff who can talk with them
about their needs. Currently they do not havstaofi volunteers that can assist with the cleanup,
but they maintain a list of resources.

Residents with contaminated wells from floodwasdrsuld have their wells tested before
resuming use of their water. Floodwaters can ¢oftacteria and waste contaminants that
threaten water supplies. Kenosha County DivisibHexalth is making free well test kits



available to residents whose wells have been cantded by flood waters. The free well test
kits are available from 8:00 a.m.
