Local Notes on the U.S. Census

Less than 4 months until Census Day!

Want to do more than just answer the questionnaire?
Become a census worker, and help Kenosha County ensure
that all our residents are counted!

According to the Chicago Regional Office, the U.S. Census
Bureau is looking to recruit about 47,000 workers in
Wisconsin, including 4,100 workers in the Kenosha area.
These jobs are short-term (typically lasting 2 to 6 weeks,
starting in April), but they offer good pay, flexible hours, paid
training, and reimbursement for authorized work-related
expenses, such as mileage incurred while conducting Census
work. Best of all, census takers work right in their own
communities.

Census jobs are excellent for people who want to work part-
time, those who are between jobs, or just about anyone who
wants to earn extra money while performing an important
service for their community. Most positions are for
enumerators (door-to-door census takers), and field
operations. Average pay in Wisconsin is between $12 and $13
per hour.

If you are interested in working for the 2010 Census, you must
pass a 30-minute census test (a practice test is available
online: http://www.2010censusjobs.gov), as well as undergo a
criminal background check. The test consists of 28 multiple-
choice questions that evaluate clerical, number, reading and
organizational skills. It may be taken in Spanish, and the
Bureau very interested in recruiting bi-lingual individuals, but
all census workers must pass an English proficiency test.

The Bureau is particularly looking for workers in
neighborhoods that had low response rates in 2000, such as
Lincoln, Columbus, Wilson neighborhoods in the City of
Kenosha, and areas in the Village of Twin Lakes and the Town
of Salem in western Kenosha County.

In Wisconsin, for every person not counted, a
community loses an estimated $1,032 in federal
funds. Since the next census won't take place until
2020, this means that every time someone chooses
not to respond to the census questionnaire,
Kenosha County will lose $10,320 per person in that
household.

Robert Groves, U.S. Census Bureau Director,
estimates that the federal government will save
about $90 million for every 1% of households that
respond to the first mailing.

About 68.5% of Kenosha's population
over the age of 16 is in the labor force
(i.e., they are either actively employed 555 m #
or looking for work).

As of 2008, Kenosha County’s

economy was still relatively reliant

on manufacturing, with more than

one in five workers employed in

that industry. The educational, /
health-care and social assistance

service sector also employed

about 21% of workers in the

County.

In 2000, the average commute time
for workers in Kenosha County was
about 26 minutes each way. 81%
of workers reported that they drive
alone to their place of employment;
11% carpool; 2% use public
transportation; 2% walk; and 3%
work from home.
