 The Kenosha County Division of Health Prenatal Care Coordination (PNCC) program 

offers outreach, recruitment, case management and health education provided by KCDOH and 

WIC.  Since the collaboration with KCDOH and WIC, PNCC referrals have steadily increased 

and more women are receiving the care and services they need.   
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 In March of 2009, the Kenosha Medicaid Navigator position was initiated and activated.  

Since the inception, the Navigator position has assisted Kenosha County pregnant women with 

Medicaid in accessing prenatal care with a medical provider.  The position was needed because 

one local physician was delivering a disproportionate number of Medicaid babies.   

 After a number of meetings with Aurora Medical Center and United Hospital System, an 

agreement was formed to include an equal distribution of pregnant Medicaid patients with 

providers.  The Navigator position was designated to work with the pregnant clients, assign them 

to an OB physician, and assist them with getting Medicaid coverage.   

 Currently twelve OB/GYNs and five family practice doctors in Kenosha County have 

agreed to take a target number of patients each month.  Approximately 400 women were 

referred to physicians in 2009 and approximately 500 received needed assistance in accessing 

additional resources.  The 100 women not placed with a physician already had one designated 

but just needed assistance with coverage or other insurance issues.

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The Black Health Coalition of Greater Kenosha County  was organized in 2006 for the 

purpose of improving health outcomes in the Kenosha County African American community.  

The coalition is focusing on four primary areas: 1) Infant Mortality  2)  Mental Health  3)  Chronic 

Diseases  4)  Health and Wellness.   

The programs listed below represent some of the coalition activities in 2009: 

�  The ABC’s for Healthy Babies Project – supports healthy birth outcomes for African 

American infants in Wisconsin. 

�  The Kenosha County Breast and Cervical fund received a $20,000 donation from 

the Kenosha Country Club Women’s Golf Fundraiser. 

�  Conducted a Juneteeth health walk. 

�  Supported the Safe Sleep Program – that promoted safe sleep practices and 

provided portable cribs to low income families.

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In the Spring of 2008, the Kenosha County Infant Mortality Delegation (IMD)  was 

formed to address the high rate of African American infant mortality.  The IMD includes 

representatives from the Kenosha County Division of Health, United Way of Kenosha County, 

Kenosha Community Health Center, and the Black Health Coalition of Greater Kenosha County. 

Since the formation in 2008, the IMD has formed workgroups to look at data/research, 

outreach, funding, and evidence-based practice models.  In 2009, IMD distributed a survey to 

community agencies to identify community services and programs related to pre and post-natal 

care in Kenosha.  A town hall meeting was held to communicate the survey results.      

The Kenosha County Infant Mortality Prevention Initiative plan has the goal of improving 

community conditions to support health birth outcomes and reduce racial and ethnic health 

disparities in birth outcomes in Kenosha County.  The Kenosha County Plan includes: 

�  Assure Access 

�  Reduce Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drug Abuse (ATODA) 

�  Assure Community Commitment 

The chart below shows that the African American infant mortality rate has continued to 

decrease since 2006.  The 2009 rate is 4.5/1,000 live births which is less than the State of 

Wisconsin rate of 13.8/1,000 live births.

Behavior Survey which is conducted every two years by the Wisconsin Department of 

Public Instruction.  The survey is conducted as part of a national effort by the Centers 

for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) to monitor health-risk behaviors of the 

nation’s high school students.  This survey is administered to Wisconsin public high 

school students. 

According to the 2009 survey, students are reporting more physical activity 

compared to previous years.  In 2003, only 28% of students reported 60 minutes or 

more of physical activity 5 days or more per week, compared to 49% in 2009.

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In 2005, the Concerned Citizens Coalition on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse for 

Greater Kenosha was awarded the Drug Free Communities Support Program (DFCSP) 

grant. DFCSP is a federally funded grant designed to reduce youth substance abuse and 

strengthen community collaboration among non-profit and government agencies involved 

in alcohol, tobacco, and other drug abuse (ATOD) prevention. This program has sought 

to increase community readiness toward ATOD prevention through social marketing, 

environmental strategies, and public information campaigns.  

  Working in collaboration with the City of Kenosha Police Department and the 

Kenosha County Sheriff's Department, Class A alcohol compliance checks were 

performed from June-September 2009. DFCSP funded this project for both law 

enforcement departments. Compliance checks were completed using volunteer underage 

buyers, or decoys. The decoys were instructed to attempt to purchase alcohol from each 

establishment. If the establishment did not sell the alcohol beverage to the decoy then 

that check was deemed a success. If the establishment sold the alcohol beverage to the 

decoy then the check was deemed unsuccessful and a citation(s) was written.  During 

the months of June, July, August, and September a total of 121 different alcohol 

compliance checks were performed. Of those, 100 checks were successful, giving the 

project an 83% success rate.

Joyce Erickson, Coordinator for the Coalition, was on hand during the 

signing of the legislation and actually received a signing pen from Governor Doyle for all 

her efforts.  The legislation which goes into effect the summer of 2010, will make almost all 

Wisconsin workplaces, including all restaurants and bars, smoke-free.   

The charts on the next page show the percent of adults reported as current 

smokers and the number of deaths due to lung cancer.  It is apparent that smoking 

continues to remain a health problem in Kenosha County adults.  The charts also indicate 

that the deaths due to lung cancer have remained high compared to the state mortality 

rate.  These charts show that smoking not only costs lives, but it costs Kenosha County 

millions of dollars in healthcare costs each year.

On July 15th 2009 Kenosha County Drug Court was born. This is a special 
court that hears selected cases involving non-violent substance-abusing offenders. 
Drug courts are rigorous, requiring intensive supervision based on frequent drug 
testing and appearances before the judge, along with a long-term regimen of 
treatment and recovery services. This level of supervision allows the program to 
actively support the recovery process and react swiftly to impose sanction or to 
reinstate criminal proceedings.

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Access to psychiatric care, primary care and prescription medications is a 
serious problem for low income persons with mental illness.  When Wisconsin began 
accepting applications in June, 2009 for its new Medicaid insurance plan covering 
childless adults—Kenosha County was ready. Over the next few months Kenosha 
Human Development Services assisted more than 500 people and submitted 499 
applications.  358 people were enrolled and 43 applications were pending before the 
state froze the program due to high enrollment.  Though Kenosha County paid the 
application fees for many of its clients, it saved significantly more in psychiatrist and 
pharmacy costs that were moved to Badger Care.

The addition of a Psychiatric Physician’s Assistant to the KARE Center, an 
11-bed residential facility for short-term, intensive mental health and crisis 
stabilization services, achieved its purpose of reducing mental health inpatient and 
institute placements by 17% and saw an 8% growth in admissions. The Center also 
provides social detoxification and symptom management in a home like setting, and 
strives to link individuals to existing community resources which support recovery and 
self reliance. It is a model diversion program.

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In July of 2009, the Kenosha County Suicide Prevention Initiative (KCSPI) started 

its second year under the Healthier Wisconsin Partnership Program grant.  Under this 

grant, the KCSPI has developed a cable lock referral form and accompanying gun safety 

brochure.  In 2009, all three emergency room departments in Kenosha County, Kenosha 

Community Health Center, and a primary care clinic received the referral forms and began 

distributing cable gun locks.  Overall in 2009, 200 cable gun locks were distributed in 

Kenosha County through the KCSPI. 

While conducting meetings encouraging depression screenings with primary care 

clinics, many physicians expressed their desire and need for a depression screening 

questionnaire that could be given to their high risk clients.  After some research, the 

Suicide Prevention Coalition decided on the PHQ-9 (Patient Health Questionnaire), which 

is a nine question tool that could indicate the likelihood of depression in a client.  Since 

then, 23 primary care physicians with Aurora Medical Center, United Hospital System, and 

the Kenosha Community Health Center have been educated on the tool and many are 

using it in their offices to screen patients for depression.

In 2009, the Kenosha County Division of Health received funding under a 

HUD Healthy Homes Initiative Grant Program .  The program targets children with 

asthma and allergies and home safety for individuals 65 and older.  The program 

offers in home assessments focusing on asthma and allergy triggers and indoor air 

quality in the homes of minor children.  Air quality issues can include:  carbon 

monoxide and carbon dioxide, tobacco smoke, dust mites, or pests.  For persons 

over the age of 65, the program offers in home assessments focusing on fall 

hazards.  Fall hazards can include:  broken, worn, or missing steps or railings, poor 

lighting, clutter, or lack of grab bars in the bathroom. The program can also install 

smoke/carbon monoxide detectors and fire extinguishers in cooperation with the City 

of Kenosha Fire Department.  “Healthy” cleaning kits are also available to those who 

qualify.

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On October 17, 2009, Kenosha County held its first medicine collection day at 

Gateway Technical College.  The purpose of the event was to collect unwanted 

prescription and nonprescription medication from households, with the goal of 

reducing the amount of medications flushed into our water system and preventing 

unwanted ingestion by children. 

The event collected 620 pounds of non-controlled medication, 34 pounds of 

controlled medication, 17 pounds of inhalers/aerosols, and 3 pounds of mercury 

waste.  After the success of this event, future collection days will be held in 2010 and 

will include sites in the city and county.
