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PRIOR to a plan taking effect, the County and each
local government must:

o Adopt written procedures _ for public participation
» Hold at least one public hearing

« Adopt the plan by ordinance by majority vote of the
governing body

e Send the adopted plan _ or amendment to every
governmental body located within or adjacent to the
County or local government and to the local public
library

* The plan must contain all 9 elements prior to
adoption

« Kenosha County was awarded a
comprehensive planning grant by
the Wisconsin Department of
Administration in June, 2006. The
grant provides funding to prepare
a multi-jurisdictional
comprehensive plan for the
County and nine participating
local governments.

 The grant period ends on June 9, 2009. By that
date, a comprehensive plan must be adopted by
Kenosha County and each participating local
government.



The Kenosha Multi-Jurisdictional Advisory Committee
(MJAC) consists of:

 Voting representatives from Kenosha County and
each of the nine local governments participating in
the County's joint comprehensive planning process

* Non-voting representatives from the non-
participating local governments and other interest
groups (e.g., public school districts, economic
development, farming community)



Responsibilities of Committee Members include:

e Serving as liaisons between local plan commissions
and governing bodies and the joint planning process

e Overseeing the development of the plan chapters and
maintain timeliness of major planning milestones

 Assisting with the implementation of the public
participation plan and work program

» Acting as advisors to the outlined planning process

* Public participation plan serves two purposes:
* Provide opportunities for public input throughout
planning process
 Satisfy the requirements of the Wisconsin
comprehensive planning law - Section 66.1001 (4) (a)
of the Wisconsin Statutes
