Village Hall, Post Office, and Library 

• The Silver Lake Village Hall is located on First Street, and the Village Public Works Building is located 
on Northwater Street. 

• The Village Community Library is located on Lake Street. 
• The U.S. Postal Office facility is located on Cogswell Drive. 

 
Police, Fire Protection, and Emergency Rescue Services 
Police protection in the Village of Silver Lake is provided by the Village of Silver Lake Police Department, 
which provides service 20 hours a day.  The Kenosha County Sheriff’s Department provides service for the 
remaining 4 hours. 
 
Fire protection is provided by the Silver Lake Fire Department.  Emergency rescue services are provided by the 
Silver Lake Rescue Squad. 
 
Schools 
The Village of Silver Lake lies entirely within the Silver Lake Joint School District and the Wilmot Union High 
School District.   
 
The Silver Lake School District operates 1 public school in the Village, Riverview Elementary School.   
 
Public high school students living in the Village attend Wilmot Union High School in the hamlet of Wilmot, 
which is located in the southwestern portion of the Town of Salem. 
 
Cemeteries 
There are no cemeteries in the Village of Silver Lake. 
 
Health Care Facilities 
There are no hospitals or clinics for non-specialized medical services located in the Village, but health care 
facilities are located nearby in Kenosha County communities, including the Aurora Medical Center, Children’s 
Hospital of Wisconsin, and United Hospital System-Kenosha Medical Center Campus in the City of Kenosha, 
and St. Catherine’s Medical Center in the Village of Pleasant Prairie. 
 
Child Care Facilities
