Come help provide direction on service and priorities
for 2011

Western Kenosha County Transit is just completing its
third full-year of service. Each year has seen
increased service and a growth in ridership from the
year before.

In 2008, we added a second door-to-door bus to meet
the demand for this service.

In 2009, we added Saturday service and revised the
routes to increase frequency to the far western portions
of our County and Lake Geneva. We eliminated
Burlington from the fixed route, as most of our riders
were using the door-to-door service for these trips.

In late 2009, we added commuter service - early
morning and evening hours and routes connecting our
riders with METRA in Antioch and Kenosha Transit at
Southport Plaza.

All of these system improvements have been in
response to ridership comments and suggestions.

As the federal program of STRAP (Supplemental
Transit Rural Assistance Program) was a pilot program
for the State of Wisconsin, we were exceedingly lucky
to be able to take advantage of favorable grant
programs to see what type of public transit might work
in a rural area. Western Kenosha County Transit is
very unique in the state with no other service
combining fixed routes with door-to-door service
covering an area as large as the western portion of
Kenosha County.

Now, with all the data we've collected and customer
feedback we've gained, we need to again ask our
riders and stakeholders to assist us. (continued pg. 2)
